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7.1 TECHNOLOGY PRIVACY (Policy 7540.01) 

The Board of Education recognizes its staff members' right to privacy in their personal lives. This 
policy serves to inform staff members of the Board's position with respect to staff-member privacy in 
the educational and workplace setting and to protect the Board's interests. 

All computers, telephone systems, electronic mail systems, and voice mail systems are the Board's 
property and are to be used primarily for business purposes. The Board retains the right to access 
and review all electronic and voice mail, computer files, data bases, and any other electronic 
transmissions contained in or used in conjunction with the Board's computer system, telephone 
system, electronic mail system, and voice mail system. Staff members should have no expectation 
that any information contained on such systems is confidential or private. 

Review of such information may be done by the District with or without notice or the staff member's 
knowledge. The use of passwords does not guarantee confidentiality, and the Board retains the right 
to access information in spite of a password. All passwords or security codes must be registered with 
the Board. A staff member's refusal to permit such access may be grounds for discipline up to and 
including discharge. 

Privacy in communication over the Internet and the Network is not guaranteed. To ensure compliance 
with the guidelines, the Board reserves the right to monitor, review, and inspect any directories, files, 
and/or messages residing on or sent using the Board's computers/network. Messages relating to or in 
support of illegal activities will be reported to the appropriate authorities. 

The Board has software and systems in place that monitor and record all Internet, World Wide Web, 
and computer usage. The Board wants users to be aware that security systems are capable of 
recording, for each and every user, each World Wide Web site visit, the amount of time spent actively 
using the World Wide Web, each chat, news group access, e-mail message, and every file transfer 
into and out of our internal networks to the Internet. No District student or employee should have any 
expectation of privacy as to his/her Internet or World Wide Web usage, or the privacy of any 
electronic mail message, file, download, note, or other data stored on or transmitted or received 
through any Board computing facility. The Board reserves the right to review computing activity and 
analyze usage patterns, and may choose to publicize this data to assure that the Board's computing 
resources are devoted to maintaining the highest standards of educational benefit and employee 
productivity. Messages relating to or in support of illegal activities will be reported to the appropriate 
authorities. The use of passwords does not guarantee confidentiality, and the Board retains the right 
to access information in spite of a password. 

Computers, electronic mail, and voice mail are to be used for business and educational purposes. 
Personal messages via Board-owned technology should be limited in accordance with the District 
Administrator's guidelines. Staff members are encouraged to keep their personal records and 
personal business at home. 

Because the Board's computer and voice mail systems are to be used primarily for business and 
educational purposes, staff members are prohibited from sending offensive, discriminatory, or 
harassing computer, electronic, or voice mail messages. 
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The Board is interested in its resources being properly used. Review of computer files, electronic 
mail, and voice mail will only be done in the ordinary course of business and will be motivated by a 
legitimate business reason. If a staff member's personal information is discovered, the contents of 
such discovery will not be reviewed by the Board, except to the extent necessary to determine if the 
Board's interests have been compromised. Any information discovered will be limited to those who 
have a specific need to know that information. 

The administrators and supervisory staff members authorized by the District Administrator have the 
authority to search and access information electronically. 

All computers and any information or software contained therein are property of the Board. Staff 
members shall not copy, delete, or remove any information or data contained on the Board's 
computers/servers without the express permission of the District Administrator or designee or 
communicate any such information to unauthorized individuals. In addition, staff members may not 
copy software on any Board computer and may not bring software from outside sources for use on 
Board equipment without the prior approval of the Director of Information Technology. Such pre-
approval will include a review of any copyright infringements or virus problems associated with such 
outside software. 

In accordance with State law, any staff member who sends an electronic message with the intent to 
frighten, intimidate, threaten, or harass another person or sends a message containing lewd, 
obscene, or profane language will be subject to appropriate discipline by the District and may be 
found guilty of a Class D misdemeanor.

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7.2 Technology Concerns for Students with Special N eeds 

ASSISTIVE TECHNOLOGY AND SERVICES (Policy - 7540.05 ) 

The School District is mandated by State and Federal law to provide assistive technology and 
services to all students with disabilities if it is required for them to receive a free appropriate public 
education (FAPE). 

Because any student with a disability from mild to severe may benefit from the use of assistive 
technology, each IEP team shall include in their deliberations the use of assistive technology devices 
and services to aid students with disabilities. 

A large number of items can be considered as assistive technology. The devices help the student 
with writing, computer access, composing written material, communication, reading, learning, and 
studying, math, recreation and leisure, electronic aids for daily living, mobility, positioning and seating, 
vision, hearing, and vocational needs. 

It is the responsibility of the IEP team to select the appropriate assistive technology needed by the 
student. If the IEP team decides to try an assistive technology with a student they may need to 
borrow it first to assure that the assistive technology works as intended, before they request the 
purchase of the technology. The School District is required to "provide," but does not need to own, 
the assistive technology. 

The IEP team may consider borrowing the technology from CESA or from Wisconsin’s AT Lending 
Library operated by the Wisconsin Assistive Technology Initiative (WATI). 

The IEP team should carry out an evaluation of the assistive technology to assure that the device 
provides the expected benefit for the student. 

The IEP team must also provide assistive technology services. Assistive technology services are any 
service that is needed to help the student acquire or use the assistive technology. The services 
include: 

�� A.� assessing the student’s need for assistive technology;  �

�� B.� purchasing, leasing or otherwise providing for the acquisition of assistive technology 
devices;  �

�� C.� fitting adapting, maintaining and repairing the assistive technology as needed;  �

�� D.� coordinating and using other therapies, interventions or services with assistive technology 
devices;  �

�� E.� training the student to use the assistive technology;  �

�� F.� training the school staff and, if necessary, the family to use the assistive technology.  �

Assistive technology devices and services may be provided as an annual goal or short-term objective, 
related services, or supplementary aids and services to any student who requires them in order to 
benefit from the educational program. 
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The IEP team must also decide if the assistive technology is needed at home. Such decisions will be 
made on a case-by-case basis. 

Technical assistance and support is available from the Wisconsin Assistive Technology Initiative 
(WATI). WATI operates a lending library and a used equipment market place. An assistive technology 
specialist is available to present current information on issues relating to assistive technology. 

The Pupil Services Director will be responsible for providing the necessary forms for assistive 
technology requests and for monitoring progress using assistive technology and services. Such forms 
may include those developed by WATI. 

The Pupil Services Director will also be responsible for establishing a training program designed to 
inform the staff of the assistive technology policy and guidelines and to familiarize the staff with the 
assistive technologies and services available to students with disabilities. 

ASSISTIVE TECHNOLOGY AND SERVICES 

Students with disabilities have special challenges and may need assistive technology in order to more 
fully participate in their classrooms, homes, communities and workplaces. Through the use of 
assistive technology and services these students will have the opportunity to become more 
independent and self-reliant. 

The Board of Education expects each IEP team to include in their deliberations the use of assistive 
technology devices and services to aid students with disabilities. The Board also directs that students 
who qualify under Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act be provided with assistive technology devices 
and services when deemed necessary. 

"Assistive technology device" means any item, piece of equipment, or product system, whether 
acquired commercially off the shelf, modified, or customized, that is used to increase, maintain, or 
improve functional capabilities of a child with a disability. 

"Assistive technology service" means any service that directly assists a child with a disability in the 
selection, acquisition, or use of assistive technology devices. 

The Board encourages the faculty to develop the appropriate skills necessary to effectively access, 
analyze, evaluate, and utilize assistive technology resources and assistive technology services. 

The Board designates the District Administrator and the Pupil Service Director as the administrator(s) 
responsible for initiating, implementing, and enforcing this policy and its accompanying guidelines as 
they apply to the use of assistive technology and services in the District. 
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7.3 STUDENT NETWORK AND INTERNET ACCEPTABLE USE AND SAF ETY 
(Policy 7540.03) 

The District makes access to interconnected computer systems within the District as well as the 
Internet available to students to provide various means of accessing educational materials and 
opportunities. 

The District's Internet system has a limited educational purpose and is not intended to serve as a 
public access service or a public forum. The Board of Education has the right to place restrictions on 
its use to assure that use of the District's computer system is in accord with its limited educational 
purpose. Student use of the District's computers, network and Internet services ("Network") will be 
governed by this policy, the related guidelines and the student disciplinary process. 

The Board encourages students to utilize the Internet to develop the resource sharing, innovation, 
and communication skills and tools that are essential to both life and work. The instructional use of 
the Internet will be guided by the Board's policy on instructional materials. 

The Internet is a global information and communication network that provides an incredible 
opportunity to bring previously unimaginable education and information resources to our students. 
The Internet connects computers and users in the District with computers and users worldwide. 
Through the Internet, students and staff can access up-to-date, highly relevant information that will 
enhance their learning and the education process. Further, the Internet provides students and staff 
with the opportunity to communicate with other people from throughout the world. Access to such an 
incredible quantity of information and resources brings with it, however, certain unique challenges. 

First, and foremost, the Board may not be able to technologically limit access to services through the 
Board's Internet connection to only those that have been authorized for the purpose of instruction, 
study and research related to the curriculum. Unlike in the past when educators and community 
members had the opportunity to review and screen materials to assess their appropriateness for 
supporting and enriching the curriculum according to adopted guidelines and reasonable selection 
criteria (taking into account the varied instructional needs, learning styles, abilities, and 
developmental levels of the students who would be exposed to them), access to the Internet, 
because it serves as a gateway to any publicly available file server in the world, will open classrooms 
and students to electronic information resources which have not been screened by educators for use 
by students of various ages. 

The Board utilizes software and/or hardware to monitor online activity of students and to block/filter 
access to child pornography and other material that is obscene, objectionable, inappropriate and/or 
harmful to minors. "Harmful to minors" is a term defined by the Communications Act of 1934 (47 
U.S.C. 254(h)(7)) as any picture, image, graphic image file, or other visual depiction that: 

�� A.� taken as a whole and with respect to minors, appeals to a prurient interest in nudity, sex, 
or excretion;  �

��
B.� depicts, describes, or represents, in a patently offensive way with respect to what is 

suitable for minors, an actual or simulated sexual act or sexual contact, actual or 
simulated normal or perverted sexual acts, or a lewd exhibition of the genitals;  �

�� C.� taken as a whole, lacks serious literary, artistic, political, or scientific value as to minors.  
�
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At the discretion of the Board or the District Administrator, the Technology Protection Measure may 
be configured to protect against access to other material considered inappropriate for students to 
access. The Technology Protection Measure may not be disabled at any time that students may be 
using the Network, if such disabling will cease to protect against access to materials that are 
prohibited under the Children's Internet Protection Act. The District Administrator or Technology 
Director may temporarily or permanently unblock access to sites containing appropriate material, if 
access to such sites has been inappropriately blocked by the Technology Protection measure. The 
determination of whether material is appropriate or inappropriate shall be based on the content of the 
material and the intended use of the material, not on the protection actions of the Technology 
Protection Measure. The District Administrator or Technology Director may disable the technology 
protection measure to enable access for bona fide research or other lawful purposes. 

Parents are advised that a determined user may be able to gain access to services on the Internet 
that the Board has not authorized for educational purposes. In fact, it is impossible to guarantee 
students will not gain access through the Internet to information and communications that they and/or 
their parents/guardians may find inappropriate, offensive, objectionable or controversial. Parents of 
minors are responsible for setting and conveying the standards that their children should follow when 
using the Internet. 

The District Administrator is directed to prepare guidelines which address students' safety and 
security while using e-mail, chat rooms, instant messaging and other forms of direct electronic 
communications, and prohibit disclosure of personal identification information of minors and 
unauthorized access (e.g., "hacking") and other unlawful activities by minors online. 

Network and Internet access is provided as a tool for your education. The School District reserves the 
right to monitor, inspect, copy, review and store at any time and without prior notice any and all usage 
of the computer network and Internet access and any and all information transmitted or received in 
connection with such usage. All such information files shall be and remain the property of the School 
District and no user shall have any expectation of privacy regarding such materials. 

The Board expects that staff members will provide guidance and instruction to students in the 
appropriate use of the Internet. 

Students and staff members are responsible for good behavior on the Board's computers/network 
and the Internet just as they are in classrooms, school hallways, and other school premises and 
school sponsored events. Communications on the Internet are often public in nature. General school 
rules for behavior and communication apply. Cyber bulling on computers or other communication 
devices will not be tolerated. The Board does not sanction any use of the Internet that is not 
authorized by or conducted strictly in compliance with this policy and its accompanying guidelines. 
Users who disregard this policy and its accompanying guidelines may have their use privileges 
suspended or revoked, and disciplinary action taken against them. Users granted access to the 
Internet through the Board's computers assume personal responsibility and liability, both civil and 
criminal, for uses of the Internet not authorized by this Board policy and its accompanying guidelines. 
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The Board designates the District Administrator and Technology Director as the administrators 
responsible for initiating, implementing, and enforcing this policy and its accompanying guidelines as 
they apply to students' use of the Network.

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7.4 STAFF NETWORK AND INTERNET ACCEPTABLE USE AND S AFETY 
(Policy - 7540.04) 

Advances in telecommunications and other related technologies have fundamentally altered the ways 
in which information is accessed, communicated, and transferred in our society. Such changes are 
driving the need for educators to adapt their means and methods of instruction, and the way they 
approach student learning, to harness and utilize the vast, diverse, and unique resources available on 
the Internet. The Board of Education is pleased to provide Internet service to its staff. The District's 
Internet system has a limited educational purpose. The District's Internet system has not been 
established as a public access service or a public forum. The Board has the right to place restrictions 
on its use to assure that use of the District's computers, network and Internet services ("Network") is 
in accord with its limited educational purpose. Staff use of the District's Network will be governed by 
this policy and the related administrative guidelines, and any applicable employment contracts and 
collective bargaining agreements. The due process rights of all users will be respected in the event 
there is a suspicion of inappropriate use of the Network. Users have a limited privacy expectation in 
the content of their personal files and records of their online activity while on the Network. 

The Board encourages staff to utilize the Internet to develop the resource sharing, innovation, and 
communication skills and tools that are essential to both life and work. The Board encourages the 
faculty to develop the appropriate skills necessary to effectively access, analyze, evaluate, and utilize 
these resources to enrich educational activities. The instructional use of the Internet will be guided by 
the Board's policy on instructional materials. 

The Internet is a global information and communication network that provides an incredible 
opportunity to bring previously unimaginable education and information resources to our students. 
The Internet connects computers and users in the District with computers and users worldwide. 
Through the Internet, students and staff can access up-to-date, highly relevant information that will 
enhance their learning and the education process.

The District 
Administrator or Technology Director may disable the technology protection measure to enable 
access for bona fide research or other lawful purposes for staff or students aged seventeen (17) or 
older. 
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The District Administrator is directed to prepare guidelines which address staff members' safety and 
security while using e-mail, chat rooms, instant messaging, and other forms of direct electronic 
communication, and prohibit disclosure of personal identification information of minors and 
unauthorized access (e.g., "hacking") and other unlawful activities by minors online. Staff members 
are reminded that personally identifiable student information is confidential and may not be disclosed 
without prior written parental permission. 

The Board expects that staff members will provide guidance and instruction to students in the 
appropriate use of the Internet. (PROPOSED ADDITION: Such guidance will include educ ating 
minors about appropriate online behavior, including  interacting with other individuals on 
social networking websites and in chat rooms and cy ber bullying awareness and response.)  

Staff members are responsible for good behavior on Board's computers/network and the Internet just 
as they are in classrooms, school hallways, and other school premises and school sponsored events. 
Communications on the Internet are often public in nature. General school rules for behavior and 
communication apply. The Board does not sanction any use of the Internet that is not authorized by 
or conducted strictly in compliance with this policy and its accompanying guidelines. Users who 
disregard this policy and its accompanying guidelines may have their use privileges suspended or 
revoked, and disciplinary action taken against them. Users granted access to the Internet through the 
Board's computers assume personal responsibility and liability, both civil and criminal, for uses of the 
Internet not authorized by this policy and its accompanying guidelines.

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7.5 ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT AND WIRELESS COMMUNICATION  DEVICES 
(Policy – 5136) 

The Board of Education recognizes the value of technology use for education purposes. The Board 
also understands students' need to maintain communication with their parents/guardians and other 
appropriate persons for health and safety reasons. In addition, the Board recognizes that technology 
is a part of our world. 

Therefore, with prior approval of the building principal, the students in the School District of Superior 
may utilize electronic equipment and wireless communication devices (WCD) before, during and after 
school under the following circumstances: 

��
A.� The student is a member of a volunteer fire company/department, ambulance or rescue 

squad.  
 �

��
B.� The student has a special medical circumstance (e.g. an ill family member, or his/her own 

special medical condition).  
� �

��

C.� The student is using the WCD for an educational or instructional purpose (e.g. taking 
notes, recording a class lecture, writing papers) with the teacher’s permission and 
supervision. In no circumstances shall the device be allowed to connect via hard wiring to 
the District's network. The preceding prohibition does not apply to District-owned and 
issued laptops.  
�

�

��

D.� The student is involved in an extra-curricular activity after school hours and needs to 
communicate with his/her parent/guardian when the activity is ending so the student can 
be picked up.  
�

�

��

E.� Students may use electronic and wireless communication devices before and after school, 
during their lunch break, in between classes, during extra-curricular activities and on 
school transportation as long as they do not create a distraction, disruption or otherwise 
interfere with the educational environment or activity itself.  
�

�

However the use or possession of WCDs and electronic equipment in locker rooms is prohibited. In 
addition, students are prohibited from using a WCD or electronic equipment in any way that might 
reasonably create in the mind of another person an impression of being threatened, humiliated, 
harassed, embarrassed, or intimidated. See Policy 5517.01 - Bullying and Other Forms of Aggressive 
Behavior. Additionally, the possession or use of a WCD or electronic equipment may not, in any way: 

��
A.� disrupt the educational process in the School District;  

� �

��
B.� endanger the health or safety of the student or anyone else; 

� �
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��
C.� invade the rights of others at school; or  

� �

��
D.� involve illegal or prohibited conduct of any kind.  

� �

Students are prohibited from using cameras and other electronic equipment/devices to capture or 
record test information or any other information in a manner constituting fraud, theft, or academic 
dishonesty. Similarly, students are prohibited from using cameras and other electronic equipment and 
devices to capture or record the words (i.e. audio) and/or images (i.e. pictures/video) of any students, 
staff member or other person in the school or while attending a school-related activity, without 
express prior notice and explicit consent for the capture and/or recording of such words or images. 
Using a camera or other electronic equipment/devices to capture or record audio and/or 
pictures/video of an individual without his/her consent is considered an invasion of privacy and is not 
permitted. 

Possession of a WCD or electronic equipment by a student is a privilege, which may be forfeited by 
any student who fails to abide by the terms of this policy, or otherwise engages in misuse of this 
privilege. 

Violation of this policy can result in discipline ranging from a warning up to and including suspension 
or expulsion, and notification of law enforcement authorities. The particular discipline imposed will 
depend on the number of prior violations and the nature of the violation at issue. In addition, if a 
student violates this policy, his/her WCD or electronic equipment may be confiscated. Under such 
circumstances, the WCD or electronic equipment will be released/returned to the student’s 
parent/guardian after the student complies with any other disciplinary consequence that is imposed. 
In particular egregious offenses involving the invasion of another person’s privacy, the Board 
reserves the right to confiscate the WCD or electronic equipment and hold it until the particular matter 
is resolved. Confiscated devices will be marked in a removable manner with the student’s name and 
held in a secure location in the building’s central office or by law enforcement agency until the matter 
is resolved. Any search will be conducted in accordance with Board Policy 5771 – Search and 
Seizure. 

Students are personally and solely responsible for the care and security of their WCDs and electronic 
equipment. No expectation of confidentiality will exist in the use of WCDs or electronic equipment on 
school premises/property. 

The Board assumes no responsibility for theft, loss, damage, or vandalism to WCDs brought onto its 
property, or unauthorized use of such devices. 

Parents/Guardians are advised that the best way to get in touch with their child during the school day 
is by calling the school office. 

Students may use school phones to contact parents/guardians during the school day.

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7.6 COPYRIGHTED WORKS (Policy - 2531) 

The Board of Education directs its staff and students to use copyrighted works only to the extent that 
the law permits. The Board recognizes that Federal law applies to public school districts and the staff 
must, therefore, avoid acts of copyright infringement under penalty of law. 

In order to help the staff and students abide by the laws set forth in Title 17 of the United States 
Code, the Board directs the District Administrator to provide administrative guidelines regarding the 
copying and distribution of copyrighted materials for instructional purposes and for the appropriate 
use of copyrighted materials on the Board's web site. 

Because the Board hosts a web site and stores information on it at the direction of users, it is 
classified as an on-line service provider for copyright purposes. In order to limit the Board’s liability 
risk relating to material/information residing, at the direction of a user, on its system or network, the 
Board directs the District Administrator to annually appoint an individual as the agent to receive 
notification of claimed infringement. A link to the agent’s name, mailing address, telephone number, 
fax number, and e-mail address shall appear on the home page of the Board’s web site. Such contact 
information, along with the appropriate filing fee, shall also be provided to the Copyright Office of the 
Library of Congress. 

Additionally, the agent’s name, mailing address, telephone number, fax number, and e-mail address 
shall be included in the Student Handbook for each school. 

The agent shall be responsible for investigating and responding to any complaints.

COMPUTER HARDWARE & SOFTWARE MANAGEMENT (Policy 754 0.06) 

It is the School District of Superior’s policy to respect all computers software copyrights. The District 
will adhere to the terms of all software licenses to which the District is a party. The Director of 
Information Technology is charged with the responsibility for enforcing this policy and regulation. All 
software users will comply with this policy and with all applicable laws and regulations. 

Users of District technology may not duplicate licensed software or related documentation for use on 
either District premises or elsewhere unless the District is expressly authorized to do so by 
agreement with the licenser and it is approved by the Director of Information Technology. 
Unauthorized duplication of software may subject users and/or the District to both civil and criminal 
penalties under the United States Copyright Act. 

The Superintendent is directed to establish administrative guidelines for the proper acquisition of 
hardware and software to ensure that the District is in compliance with the United States Copyright 
Act.
